JUDGING PANE

The panel of three or five Judges for each match will be
designated by the Referee Committee or Tatami Manager.

The Judges of a Kata match must not have the nationality of
either of the participants.

Each Judge will have a red and a blue flag or if electronic
scoreboards are being used, an input terminal.

Timekeepers, scorekeepers and caller/announcers will also
be appointed.




ORGANIZATION OF KATA COMPETIT

Kata competitiontakes the form of Team and Individuahatches.

A Team matches consist of 3 person teams. Each Teameisclusively
male or exclusively female.

A Thelndividual Katamatch consists of individual performance in
separate maleand female divisions

Contestants must perform a different Kata in each round in
elite divisions.

The total time allowed for the kata andbunkai demonstration is Five
(5) minutes.

The official timekeeper will start the countdown clock as the team
members perform the bow upon entering the tatami and will stop the

clock at the final bow after thebunkai performance.

At the start of each bout and in answer to their names, the two contestants,
one wearing a red belt (Aka) and the other wearing a blue bedf will line
up at the match area perimeter facing the Chief Kata Judge

announcement of the Kata that is to be performed, Aka will begin

After completion of bothkata, the contestants will stand side by side on the
perimeter. The Chief Judge will call for a decisiddgntei) and blow a twetone
blast on the whistle the judgeswill cast their votes.

If flags are beingused, the Chief Judge will call for a decisiomig@ntei) and blow
a twotone blast on the whistle. Thgudgeswill raisetheir flags
simultaneously. After giving sufficient tim® seconds forthe votes to be

counted, the flags will be lowered after a further short blast on the whistle.

The competitor who receives the majority of votes will be declared the winne

In Team Kata, all three team members must start thieata facing in the
same direction andtoward the Chief Judge.

The use of traditional weapons, ancillary equipment or additional apparel is
not allowed.

For USA Karate competitions, WKF rules will apply for Teanals,
International or MandatoryElite Kata divisions. All other divisions shall be
conducted with a panel of judges who use the flag system in the standard
manner.
